Recent trends in reading promotion for adolescents in Germany

After a short introduction to the Academy of Reading Promotion, a non-profit agency in Hanover serving the state of Lower Saxony (Germany), several projects of reading promotion for adolescents are presented. Whereas many public libraries succeed in recruiting and motivating readers at the primary school level, most find it difficult to attract adolescents. Therefore, it is helpful to take a look at projects that have produced convincing results with this target group in recent years.  Web-based programs, summer reading clubs, and teen tutors are among these projects, which have developed a specific profile due to the local, regional or national partners involved in their realization. As a conclusion, some key ingredients of successful adolescent reading projects will be outlined.
